Circumstances of Disappearance 
Zendrosky was last seen at a bowling alley which has since closed, in Bordentown Township, Mercer County, New Jersey on October 23, 1979. Police have long suspected Zendrosky’s remains are buried deep in the old sludge pit, once used as part of the township’s wastewater treatment plant which is just a half mile from the former bowling alley. It was known to be a party area, and it has been rumored that Zendrosky went there on the night she went missing with two unidentified males. In March 2005, state police are sifting through thick mud of the treatment plant where ground-penetrating radar detected three areas of interest in 2003, that could indicate human remains. Repeated interrogations of the suspects over the years have yielded no hard evidence and surface searches of the pit have been equally unsuccessful.
