Circumstances of Disappearance 
Weiter was last seen in Conifer, Colorado on November 3, 1997. At the time of his disappearance, Ryan was a chronic runaway and was very attracted to life on the streets. On November 3, 1997 Ryan and another juvenile ran away from home and went to San Francisco. In December 1997 they hitchhiked to southern California and lived on the streets in Hollywood. Soon after that Ryan and a homeless 19-year-old female named Sarah told others that they were going to Seattle, Washington by jumping on trains. He was arrested in Oregon in 2001 and in Wisconsin on June 23, 2002. Based on his arrest record and tattoo it appears that Ryan jumps trains and goes from place to place. He could be anywhere that has a railroad.
