Circumstances of Disappearance 
Trinity Robinson's boyfriend Christopher Michael Phillips, told authorities that she left their residence in Homestead, Florida to walk to work on May 10, 1993 at approximately 3:30 p.m.. The couple resided on southwest 308th Street with several roommates. Robinson was employed at Todd's Restaurant at 197th Street and South Dixie Highway. Robinson never arrived for her 5:00 p.m. work shift and has not been seen again. The manager at Todd's Restaurant told authorities that Robinson left two paychecks and mail unclaimed at the business. Robinson's father, told investigators that his daughter attempted to call him collect at approximately 1:30 a.m. on May 11, which was the time her restaurant shift would have ended for the night. Her father stated that he did not accept the charges and never spoke to Robinson, saying they had a phone conversation several days earlier. Philips was convicted of her murder in late 2010, but she has never been located.
